

Session plan

Instructions
Split into teams. Each team has a bowler and fielders. The team chooses who will be bowler.
Bowler wears a blindfold (option to make it easier by closing eyes instead of blindfold.)
Rest of team holds a bin-bag open and has to work together to catch the balls or beanbags thrown by the bowler.
(if the bin bag tears, use this as teaching moment to explain about teamwork)
Goal: to get the most balls in the binbag.

Bin bag per team
Balls or beanbags
Blindfolds optional.
Objectives
To teach about teamwork.
